What do I include in my online 
application?

You’ll complete a short form and upload:

•	 Your Application Letter.  
•	 Your Academic Transcript (an 

unofficial copy is fine if you’re still 
awaiting results).

•	 Your CV.
•	 Any other relevant qualifications.
